3 Signs – Natural Resources, Human Resources, Capital Resources – posted on different sides of the classroom.

Procedure:

Review the definitions of natural, capital, and human resources. 

(See Visual #1 for definitions.)

Read Curious George Goes to the Chocolate Factory
Give each student a resource card.

Point out the signs displayed around the room.

Have the students move to the sign that describes their card.
